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Pool and Bathhouse

Construction is well under way for the new pool,
bathhouse, and lockers. They are to be located just
across the street from the school and will be
financed through collaboration between the city of
Imperial and Chase County Schools. To help
finance this project, a new city sales tax has been
implemented. The city has also received several
grants to offset the cost of this project. These funds
include a Nebraska Game and Parks Commission
Land and Water Conservation Matching Grant, a
Peter Kiewit Foundation grant, an Imperial
Community Foundation grant, and funds from the Alta Hier Estate. Additionally, over $20,000
was raised through Alumni donations and other fundraising events.

Rotary Club spokesperson, Dianne Way, has spearheaded a challenge to local organizations to
donate tables and benches for the new pool and park area. At this time contributing
organizations include the Rotary, the Lions Club, the Imperial Chamber of Commerce, the
Jaycees, the Knights of Columbus, the Eagles Auxiliary and Chase County Tourism. The total
cost of this project is estimated to be $2.3 million.

The newly announced completion date for the pool is August 25th. The new pool will feature
several new water features such as a diving board, a spiral slide, a smaller slide for toddlers,
and a baby bungee. During the school year, the football field and track right next to the pool
will be used by the school.
